Market review
It was a tumultuous, but ultimately prosperous, quarter for European equities. The debt crisis remained centre stage, with European Union
leaders announcing a new pact aimed at saving the euro. Markets remained underwhelmed. But relief soon followed after the European
Central Bank announced measures to prop up the region’s banks.

Fund performance
The Fund strongly outperformed its median over the period, benefiting from strong stock selection, reflected in overweight holdings in
Tenaris, Sanofi, Saipem, Total and Anheuser Busch Inbev boosting overall performance. On a negative note, the largest detractor came
from an off-benchmark position in CSM.

Fund positioning
Due to our bottom-up investment process, we have an overweight stance in oil & gas. This, though, is a play on individual stocks, rather
than the sector as a whole. The portfolio also has a bigger presence in the insurance space than the benchmark. In contrast, we are
underweight banks.
