Market review
Emerging market equities declined 14.8% ( in US dollars) as concerns over the European debt crisis failed to be alleviated. Rising concerns
over Chinese growth and the banking system also weighed on markets. Commodity prices fell, with oil, copper and gold falling sharply.

Fund performance
The Fund outperformed the sector average over the fourth quarter of 2011. With Chinese banks performing strongly the holdings in
Agricultural Bank of China and China Minsheng Bank proved beneficial. Stocks held back performance during the quarter included
Sberbank and Bharat Heavy Electricals.

Fund positioning
From a positioning perspective the country exposure as well as the sector exposure - which has been defensive - has remained largely
unchanged.
